Classroom rules:
1. Bring all required materials to class everyday! This includes textbook, paper, and pencils!
2. Go to your locker, use the restroom, get a drink, etc. before you come to class. I will not allow you to leave once class has started.

3. No food or drinks allowed in the classroom. This is a school wide rule.

4. All purses/bags must be placed under your seat during class.

How students are graded:

Daily Assignments:  (40%) These include out of class assignments (homework, warm-ups, Assignment Quizzes, Practice, and Participation). These problems are where you complete your understanding of the objectives and are asked to use critical thinking to complete. You will only get better in understanding the correct process if you practice. They will be graded the next class. Problems AND work MUST be shown for full credit, unless directed by your instructor. Assignments are worth 5-20 points.  


Homework: These are assignments assigned at the end of the lesson and due the next class period. Most of the time you will have time to start working on these assignments before then period id finished. 

Warm-Ups: Warm-ups will be worth 5 points each day. You will find your warm up on the sideboard in the classroom, you will have a warm-up everyday you come to my class. Warm-ups will be collected every Monday.  You are responsible to hold onto your warm-ups for two weeks. 

Assignment Quizzes: These are 5 problems based upon the assignment and class discussion the previous class. Each quiz is worth 5 points. They will be given at the end of the class, and everyone is expected to take this, even if you missed the last class.

Practice:  Practice assignments are generally worksheets and will consist of 5-25 problems to be completed in the classroom. They are practice problems covering the objectives discussed in the classroom.  

Participation: Doing what is asked of you during the class period, without being reminded what you are to be working on. This will be looked at throughout the course of the class. Participation can be any where from 5-25 points. 

Test & Quizzes: (60%) Tests are based out of 100 points, while quizzes are worth 30-60 points. These are based upon a whole chapter (test) or part of the chapter (quiz). They will be announced at least 1 class in advance. The class prior to the test day will be a review day.

· Each student will be responsible for having a 3-ring binder (it must be at least 1 ½ inches). You will need five tab dividers to create five different sections. The five sections are: 1st WARM-UPS, 2nd NOTES, 3rd HOMEWORK, 4th TEST AND QUIZZES, and 5th PROGRESS REPORTS. Every student will be responsible for keeping track of his/her own 3-ring binder.  

· Also, I would strongly suggest that each student have a folder so that to put their old homework, test, and quizzes into after the binders have been graded. This material should be kept as a study aid for semester exams.   

· Supplies that you must bring to class everyday are: 3-ring binder, textbook, workbook, pencil, and pen (pen is optional). There will be days that I do a supply check and this will be a part of your in-class work grade. Some days you will need to bring markers, colored pencils, or crayons.  

· If you are absent YOU must come to see me the DAY you get back to school (EVEN IF IT IS NOT A DAY THAT YOU HAVE MY CLASS) and find out what your assignment was. Your assignment is due the next class period I have you.

· If you are absent and miss a quiz or test you must make arrangements to make it up during homeroom, before or after school, or during study hall. This must be done the day you come back, IF YOU FAIL TO MAKE ARRANGEMENTS TO TAKE A QUIZ OR TEST YOU WILL RECEIVE A ZERO!!!!
· All homework, quizzes, and tests MUST be done in PENCIL, if they are done in anything other that PENCIL they will not be counted for a grade. If you are absent you are responsible for getting and doing the warm-ups that you missed.
