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Made from 2 x 6
40”- 46” H, make sure it is level, all boards cut straight (5 pts)

5’ – 6’ L, make sure all boards are the same length (5 pts)

24” D, make sure that the bench is “square” and does not lean, or tilt one way or the other (5 pts)

Clean-up when done – sweep, put tools away floor, work areas(5 pts)

Directions followed as indicated above.  Finished product simulates the picture at the web site (5 pts)
